The Mission of our Goat Ministry

The children of La Cumbre are suffering from extreme malnourishment. The
usual breakfast for a child is a small amount of sugar mixed with water. Our
mission is to provide La Cumbre with a means to produce milk for their
children and the community as a whole. The milk produced by our goat
ministry will provide much needed nourishment and can be used to make
cheese, yogurt, butter, and (over the long term) a means of income for the
single mothers within La Cumbre. Our recent mission trip laid the foundation
for creating the ministry and educated the community leaders as to their
involvement and responsibility. The ministry will work through the Defender
of the Faith Church and Pastor Thelma, our partner church in the community.
We have set goals that the leaders must meet before we proceed (such as
finding land, taking ownership of the project, and finding forage for the
goats).

The Alpine goats are being purchased from a registered farm in
Juan Thomas, a short distance from Santo Domingo. This farm was
established in 1986 by missionaries Paul and Linda McMillan with a similar
vision as ours. They have successfully demonstrated the need for raising and
maintaining healthy dairy goat herds to the Dominican Republic government.

Why Alpines? Why not just any goat?

Alpines are a hardy, adaptable breed of goat that thrives in most any
climate while maintaining good health and excellent production. The goats
that are being purchased produce an average of two gallons of milk per day,
per goat. The native breed of goat in the Dominican Republic does not
produce enough milk to provide for the needs of the community.

Why is it important for the goats to be registered with
The American Dairy Goat Association?

The American Dairy Goat Association has strict guidelines for testing the
animals for diseases. Some of the most common diseases that goats may
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community will be consuming the milk raw (which will provide the greatest
nutritional values), it is vitally important for this milk to be safe to drink.
Using registered goats ensures the milk will be safe and disease free.
